Treasurer (Geneiva Meeker)

· There was a cleaning project in July with a small turn out. Thanks to all that helped.

· A plan is in the works with Jay Evans to put up concrete barriers to restrict vehicular traffic in the open space, primarily at the northern fence line.

· IPS has been doing a great job checking the Open Space.

· 5 pending

· 35 closed – average $325K
