FHVHA BOD Meeting - Minutes

June 2, 2011

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 P.M. by President Joe Zmuda.

Joe Zmuda updated the Board on the final verdict of appeals on the house at 800 Four Hills Rd. Joe, along with Roger Mickelson, Teresa Loschke, and Geneiva Meeker, attended the appeals hearing. Joe spoke for FHVHA. It seemed from the way the meeting played out, that the decision had already been made – the walls at the house at 800 Four Hills Rd. will be allowed as is. The next step in the appeals process would be to take the matter to the City Council, but all decided this would be a wasted step.

A motion was made by Geneiva Meeker to accept the minutes of the May 5, 2011, FHVHA BOD Meeting. The motion was seconded by Roger Mickelson. No discussion. The motion passed unanimously. 
NEW BUSINESS

President (Joe Zmuda)

· Joe introduced Connie Schlimme and asked the Board consider her for the open position of Parks & Open Space Director. A ballot was passed around, and Connie was voted in unanimously.
· Don Harris’ plan to spend 1.2 million dollars on a median was discussed. The money has already been appropriated.
· Joe received an email regarding filming being done in FHV. This was received just days before filming was set to start. We normally receive two weeks notice. Talk turned to having a better way of sending out emails to members. Roger Hartman will talk with Dan about getting access to the email listing/address book so that a more straightforward system can be established.
· Joe sent a letter to the FHCC BoD suggesting that the FHVHA would allow them to use our sign post base at the Y for their posting of temporary announcements, coordinated through the FHVHA Board. They would have to make their own signs.
· Two weeks ago an elderly woman on oxygen had a fire break out in her home. An IPS officer was driving by and saw smoke coming from the woman’s home. The officer broke in and took her out to safety. Joe wanted to let us know of the gallantry and will include it in The Chronicle.
Vice-President (Roger Hartman)

Roger gave an update on The Chronicle. Joe assured him that we did already get bids for the printing, and we will be using AlphaGraphics. This issue of The Chronicle will be 12 pages. Joe thanked Roger for his efforts on getting The Chronicle put together. 520 copies
Treasurer (Geneiva Meeker)
Geneiva Meeker presented the Board with the May monthly Treasurer’s Report. Roger Mickelson moved to accept the Treasurer’s Report, and Ray Rieker seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
Security, Air Flights, and Roads (Ray Rieker)

Be on the look out; there has been an increase in petty crime. People are casing houses, especially those with double front doors. The thieves are primarily looking for drugs (including medications) and weapons. They are quick in, quick out. IPS will be keeping their eyes open, as well. Call 242-COPS if something doesn’t look right. Ray will include this information in The Chronicle.
Architectural Control (Teresa Loschke)

· Has received 6 request for architectural review for May and 2 new requests for June, thus far.
· Teresa met with the head of planning at the city regarding 800 Four Hills Rd. Because the house is not causing harm and there is no infestation of rodents, the city cannot, by law, do anything. The city met with the owner and asked about what the owner was planning to do. The owner has until December to show some progress. There is a supposed extension planned for the house. Teresa has not received any paperwork from the owner on this.
Covenants (Kate Kuligowski)
· Kate introduced her guest, Ed Simms, who is on the Covenants Committee. He often goes with Kate to visit homes. Mr. Simms is the former CEO of Jaynes Corporation.
· Kate met several city employees (Matt Conrad – city zoning and Concerta Trujillo – community residential programs) regarding complaints on Sagebrush. A home on Sagebrush is being set up to have three residents who will be in need of full-time care. There was training going on for all the residents’ care givers, thus all the traffic and parked cars. Ms. Trujillo informed them that training would have to be done off-site.

· There are several businesses selling used cars and repairing cars that are being operated in FHV that are not registered. They are most likely conducting their businesses online. Ray will help Kate locate more information as there will need to be proof to hand over to the zoning department.

Membership (Marty Lambert)

There are currently 506 members. The Directory is in print and should be in mailboxes this week.
Planning and Development (Roger Mickelson)
· Annexation of 85 acres at Juan Tabo Hills West – there are arguments between 2 development groups.
· Updated transmission and power generation plans – ABC electric system plan.
· The tumbleweeds were so bad in March that the Fire Marshall’s office was sent out. Still working with various Juan Tabo Hills neighborhood groups.

· A request by Sandia Satellite Technology Park went to a facilitated meeting to discuss proposed changes to plan. 

Parks & Open Space (Connie Schlimme)

· Trying to get closure to vehicles to northern area of Manzano Open Space. Having difficulty getting any movement. There have been talks with the Open Space Advisory Board and the Mayor’s office in which they are working on a plan and will try their best to get it secure. There are concerns of fire and graffiti. 

· Connie will contact owner/realtor of empty lot south of Smith’s to deal with trash and cleanliness.

Yard Sale: 88 families signed up for the sale. Kate made arrangements with the Animal Humane Society to pick up leftover goods. 47 families signed up for pick up of leftover goods. Big Brothers and Big Sisters helped get remaining items as there was not enough space on the Animal Humane Society’s truck to take everything.
Roger Hartman motioned to adjourn the meeting, with a second by Marty Lambert, concluding the meeting at 8:49 P.M.
