NEW BUSINESS

President (Joe Zmuda)
· Joe weeded the “Y” area.

· Discussion as to identifying members for the Nominations Committee, possibly former Board members. Need a Nominations Committee by the October Board meeting. Will get a list after the State Fair from Marty regarding who has stated on their membership forms that they are interested in volunteering with the Association, both for Nominations Committee and for possible candidates. Biographies of candidates will be included in the December issue of The Chronicle.

· Discussion on participation in the City Neighborhood Clean-Up (September 24). The city just cleaned up Four Hills Road. Is it worth the effort? Will send out email to FHVHA about the clean up on September 24, including recycling of electronics and cell phone recycling (60 minutes per phone for troops).
· Questioned should we invest monies we currently have or keep as is. Due to fluctuations in interest rates and such, the decision was made to keep as is for now. Can revisit at later date.
Vice-President (Roger Hartman)

· Roger will send The Chronicle to the Board for a quick look-over prior to sending to publisher, primarily to make sure articles submitted have not been unintentionally omitted.

Treasurer (Geneiva Meeker)
· Geneiva presented the Board with the August monthly Treasurer’s Report. Roger Mickelson moved to accept the Treasurer’s Report. Connie Schlimme seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
Architectural Control (Teresa Loschke)

· Received and approved 2 new requests. Visited the properties, and both were approved.

· Received a call to inquire about enclosing a porch – what is the process? Teresa informed them of acquiring city permits, obtaining neighboring signatures, and submitting paperwork to the Architectural Control Committee.

· There were many questions regarding the tear down at 800 Four Hills Road, one of which were demolition permits acquired and/or needed? Teresa will look into the situation at this location in more depth (permits, debris, submitted plans, resubmissions required or not, etc.).

· The shed at 801 Four Hills Road has been red-tagged. Plans had been submitted to the City but were disapproved.

Covenants (Kate Kuligowski – Reported on by Teresa Loschke)
· 8 new complaints (4 homes on Warm Sands)

· Kate has been sending letters to 2 homes for the last 6 months regarding covenant violations with no responses. Non-responsive properties receive calls, visits, letters, and are then reported to the City for nuisance.

· A traffic obstruction at one property was reported. The homeowner was contacted with no response so the obstruction was reported to Traffic Engineering.

· A few homes with numerous vehicles were contacted due to complaints on the numerous cars. The vehicles were moved.

· THANK YOU to Kate for doing a yeoman’s job these past months.
Planning and Development (Roger Mickelson)
· Roger will attend the October meeting of the Environmental Planning Commission. One item of interest is signs for housing developments – 4’ x 8’ in size – possible new requirement.

· The next election is October 4. Will be using voting centers, early voting will begin September 14. General Obligation Bonds - $164 million.

· Of the four candidates for County Manager, Tom Zdunek has been selected as the new manager.

· The City Council will address redistricting in October.

Open Space (Connie Schlimme)

· Project at Manzano Open Space on September 25, 9am. Will be doing trail work most likely south end near Kirtland AFB fence line.

· Connie contacted Councilor Don Harris’ office regarding the piece of land that the FHCC is selling to the City and the plans for that land. Was informed that a park will be created there, but once the sale is finalized, there will be public meetings regarding its use.

Roger Mickelson motioned to adjourn the meeting, with a second by Roger Hartman, concluding the meeting at 8:28 P.M.
